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 The title of this booklet refers to the chapter titles, which are "Christ's Law," 
"Christ's Life," and "Christ's Righteous." The first chapter has to do with the Sabbath, the 
second with the idea that the soul is not naturally immortal. The third chapter deals with 
the role of faith in obtaining both obedience and eternal life. Content appears in Navajo 
and English on facing pages throughout.  
 

Christ Bíhígíí was shared among those conferences whose territory contains 
major Navajo populations. These are Arizona-Utah, Texico, and Colorado. (Colorado 
Conference administers the northwestern corner of New Mexico, which contains the 
important town of Shiprock, the church at Waterflow, and La Vida Mission.)
